Maryville Kiwanis Foundation has sponsored Dolly Parton’s 
Imagination Library in Blount County since 2005. We have 
raised over $600,000 and mailed nearly one million books with 
the goal of improving youth reading performance by providing 
a free age-appropriate reading book to every young child, age 
birth to five years old each month. We serve about 5000 
young children in Blount County (74% of eligible children). 
Books are purchased from funds raised by Maryville Kiwanis 
and the Tennessee Governor's Early Literacy Foundation. at a 
total yearly cost of over $120,000.
