Some important reminders for you:


(1)  Schedules, parent info and permission slips will be made available on our website at  www.santeekiwanis.org 
(2)  Please be sure each athlete has his/her name in neat, bold letters on masking tape attached to the front of his/her shirt. 

(3)  It always seems the day of the meet is the hottest, brightest day of spring.  Be sure your athletes stay sufficiently, but not overly, hydrated.  Water will be sold at the meet, but there will be water available for the athletes on the field.  Only water can be consumed on the field.

Also, remind parents/kids to put on sunscreen.  It is recommended you bring a bottle of sunscreen along as part of your school supplies.

(4)  Only rubber soled running shoes are permissible.  No spiked shoes are allowed.

(5) Athletes can participate in up to two (2) running events, one (1) field event and the relay.   Only three students per school, per event. The only exception will before 4/5grade students for the 100 m and 50m where schools can have 4 per school. 5  Please remind your athletes to listen to the announcer and report to the starting area for their event(s) on time.  Events could start 15 to 30 minutes earlier than scheduled!

(6)  For all grades,  please bring permission slips to the midfield awards table the morning of the meet
.

(7) For ALL Grades :  We will be using Athletic.net for roster entries.  If you have not used Athletic.net before you must establish an account (free) then search for your school.  Once found, scroll down to see who is listed as a coach.  If you are not there, you need to be invited in by someone who is listed. Contact me if you are having problems getting in

(8)  Please make sure parents and relatives stay off the track/ infield areas.  Athletes will be directed on to the track by officials only.  This really helps the meet move along on schedule and minimizes fan interference during the competition

(9)  This is a friendly competition.  Let’s cheer on all the athletes and encourage good sportsmanship and citizenship.
