Background 
The Capital District Kiwanis Executive board has reviewed the current policy statement on the 
Key Club Support Committee and has suggested updates to update the language for the 
responsibilities of the Key Club members, Kiwanis clubs, and the role of the Zone 
Administrators. 
 
Required Board Action 


 
Motion to be made:  
The Capital District Kiwanis Board of Trustees approves the following change to 
the Key Club Support Committee of the District Policy Statements 
 
Background: This committee is the adult committee for high school Kiwanis family 


clubs. Key Club International is structured similarly to Kiwanis in that it is organized into 


clubs and districts which are part of an overarching international organization. Key Club 


members have the primary responsibility for leading their organization in consultation 


with their advisors operating their organizations. Schools provide a faculty advisor who is 


the primary advisor to the Key Club president. The sponsoring Kiwanis club has 


assumes specific obligations to responsibilities for their Key Club(s) and appoints a 


Kiwanis Advisor to be the main point of contact and the interface among the Key Club(s), 


faculty advisor, and Kiwanis.  


 


Duties of the Zone Administrators:  


Divisional:  


• Work with sponsoring Kiwanis clubs, as necessary, to ensure insure dues are 


paid promptly. 


• Attend all Key Club Divisional President’s Council Meetings (DCMs) (PCMs) 


when possible. 


• Communicate with the respective Key Club Lt. Governor at regular intervals each 


month as needed least once a month. 


District:  


• Help facilitate conflict resolution between students and sponsoring Kiwanis 


Club(s) 


• Promote and adhere to Kiwanis International Youth Protection Guidelines in 


consultation with the Kiwanis District Youth Protection Manager 


• Attend all at least one (1) District Board Meetings. 


 


Rationale 







This policy update codifies the evolving changes in the role and responsibilities of Key 
Club Zone Administrators, as well as general updates to clarify the role of Kiwanis in 
supporting Key Club.

SLP Administrator Term Limit 


 
Background 
Typically, when SLP (Aktion, Builders, Circle K, Key Club and K-Kids) administrator appointments have 
been made, the selected individuals have been permitted to serve in the positions as long as they wish, 
even though per policy the appointments are only for one year.  While their service is always at the 
pleasure of the Governor, there is almost no precedent for removal of an SLP administrator until they 
are ready to step down.   
 
For some of our administrator positions, this mean a “revolving door” of new people in the positions 
who are barely up to speed in that one-year term, while for others it means the same individual for 
many years.  Many other district committee positions (Membership, PR, Partnerships, etc.) have moved 
to three-year terms.   
 
There are often multiple individuals interested in serving in these administrator position and we want to 
have as many qualified Kiwanians have the chance as possible.   
 


Rationale 


This policy change would establish term limits to the SLP administrator positions similar to those 
already in use for lieutenant governor or regional trustee.   In addition to providing for new ideas and 
leadership in our SLP Administrators, this change would ensure that no one individual held any position 
for too long.

The Capital District Kiwanis Board of Trustees approves the following change to 
Appendix D of the District Policy Statements 
 
Replace the sentence “The administrator is appointed to serve a one-year term, from 
April 1 through March 31.” in the job description of Aktion Club Administrator, Builders 
Club Administrator, Circle K Administrator, Key Club Administrator and Kiwanis Kids 
Administrator with the following phrase “The administrator is appointed to serve a three-
year term on the SLP calendar (April 1-March 31). The same individual may not serve 
more than two consecutive three-year terms.” 


 
Operational Impact 


This change would require training of a new administrator every six years at a maximum.

Policy Change for Divisional Fund 


 


 
Background 
Historically, to provide funds for divisional initiatives, Lieutenant Governors have requested club 
donations to a divisional fund. As divisions are not legal entities, there is no mechanism for 
Lieutenant Governor or divisional funds to be held by divisions. Currently, many of the individual 
Lieutenant Governors are personally collecting and holding the funds, with no oversight on 
expenses. Additionally, there have been questions on these funds being required or that clubs 
could be penalized for not submitting these funds. This policy seeks to address the fund 
oversight and confirms the voluntary status of the funds.   
 
Required Board Action 


 
Motion to be made:  
The Capital District Kiwanis Board of Trustees approves the following change to 
Section 3, Subsection C. of the District Policy Statements 
 
d.  Lieutenant Governor/Divisional fund. Divisions may use a divisional account to 


support out of pocket administrative expenses of the Lieutenant Governor beyond the 


funds already provided by the District and divisional support items for the division.  


1.     The Lieutenant Governor-designate should prepare a budget for 


consideration and agreement to the divisional leadership at the first Divisional 


Council Meeting of each administrative year.  


2.     The Lt. Governor may suggest a recommended club contribution amount per 


member and clubs in the division may provide a voluntary donation to the fund, 


However, clubs cannot be penalized for not contributing to the fund.  


3.     Funds cannot be held by an individual. Since divisions are not separate legal 


entities, it is not possible to have a divisional bank account. One club in the 


division must agree to hold funds through a line item in their club budget.  


4.     An annual report of funds collected and spent must be completely by the 


treasurer of the club holding the fund and reported to all clubs in the division.  


5.     In lieu of a fund, divisions may make ad-hoc collections for the purpose of 


providing funding as a division for a specific event or cause (i.e. Division 


Teenager of the Year award, divisional refreshments for an event, etc.). 


However, again, all requests to clubs are suggestions only and no club can be 


compelled to contribute. 


 


Rationale 


This policy sets guidelines for divisional funds to ensure that the donated, optional funds 
are being used appropriately. It also confirms that the clubs in the division may 
contribute on an optional basis and not required to contribute.

		Challenges: -Is there a new Capital District logo that will include West Virginia in the graphic or the state's name? I would like to work on marketing materials for the summer Aktion Club training and leadership conference, but want to make sure West Virginia is included!

-I am aware that DEI (Diversity, Equity, and Inclusion) committee is restarting. Has a chair been named and if so, who will be serving in that position? I would like to advocate as the Aktion Club committee chair for an Aktion Club representative to be a part of the DEI committee whether it be a member or an advisor. I would be more than willing to put out a call to solicit nominations with a brief Google Form for anyone interested to fill out. I know Key Club and CKI has representation so I would love to also have this SLP branch represented. 
 
-Many of our Aktion Clubs have just started meeting again in person in August/September. Therefore, this year will most likely be a rebuilding year for Aktion Clubs to gain members, retrain officers, get back to serving in person, and continue to navigate COVID-19 safety procedures, especially this winter when the threat is coupled with the flu. This is not a direct challenge, but something that I wanted the board to be aware of. 

		Comments: -Again this year, we will be hosting an Advisor's Round-Table discussion opportunity every other month. (November, January, March, May, July, and September). These have been well received by advisors in the past and I am hopeful that we continue to have advisors log on. 



-We have been able to reactivate 1 Aktion Club to date (at the time of this report) that was in COVID-A status and unfortunately made inactive by KI. I am working on assisting advisors to reactivate the rest. For those who may not know, any SLP clubs who were on COVID-A status, Kiwanis International moved the clubs to inactive status at the end of July, but did not alert administrators until our end of the year meetings in September. Therefore, it is imperative to have clubs pay this year and become reactivated, before being charged an additional fee. 



-We tried to host an Aktion Club Training and Leadership Conference (TLC) for the Capital District in summer of 2021, virtually. Unfortunately, due to the lack of technology access and personnel as a result of COVID, the event was cancelled due to low attendance. I would like to try holding this event again in July of 2022. Many advisors shared they would have interested club members who may be able to attend in person, but that virtual will most likely never work. I am targeting the Fredericksburg, VA area since we already use this location for district board meetings, as well as its convienent access to major highways.

Currently three of the five Lt. Governor positions are vacant, and five of the seven committee chair positions are vacant.
 
Board members report difficulties in communicating with clubs. Numerous clubs did not submit updated officer lists in the spring, and the board has been attempting to contact clubs via social media accounts. Results have been mixed.  Communication with clubs has been difficult due to the challenges imposed with Covid-19.
 
Since the start of the Fall 2021 semester, I have observed a noticeable decrease in activity with the CDCKI board. They have not been as responsive with responding to messages or completing monthly reports.

1) The CDCKI Board met in person to hold a board meeting in conjunction with the virtual CKIx conference in June.
2) The CDCKI Board met virtually in September.
3) The CDCKI Board has been planning for a virtual Fall Membership Rally to be held on Saturday October 23rd.
4) Governor TaNiya Bellamy and South Lt. Governor Matthew Montgomery attended the Capital Kiwanis ELC conference. Both spoke at different sessions.
5) The merger with West Virginia is formally complete, and the WV clubs are now reported under Capital. The CKI Trustee assigned to Capital has been reaching out to WV clubs to help with the transition, and Governor TaNiya has been in contact with the president of the West Virginia University club.

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KEY CLUB REPORT 


NOV 2021-2022  
 


 
We have chartered 1 new Club, York High School. This was a surprise since we have not had a 
Key Club for many many years. It is Scott Z’s zone and he is now trying to find a sponsoring 
Kiwanis Club.  However, 65 clubs did not pay dues and 25 clubs did not pay the year before. 
Club wise, we went from 232-207-142. That is 61% of # of clubs of 2018-19 and 69% of clubs in 
2019-2020.Membership wise we went from12889-11415-6157. Membership dropped 48% from 
2018-2019 and 54% from 2019-2020. Many larger clubs had smaller membership than previous 
years. 
 
There has not been a dues report released by KCI for this year. 
 
 At the winter Kiwanis Board meeting 3 years ago, I informed you that the Key Club Board had 
voted ELIMINATE as the District Project. I also informed you that the Key Club Board had voted 
to ask permission to withdraw $50,000 from our reserves to offset our pledge that is not fulfilled.  
Instead of going into reserves last year, we used the surplus that was created by COVID-19 in 
2019-2020. Jeff also sent a check for $25,000 in September for 2020-2021 from unspent 
monies this year...   
 
As most of you are aware, I am retiring as District Administrator for Capital District Key Club, 
effective 3/31/2022. Gov Elect Jen, along with several people, will be interviewing 2 very 
qualified applicants the last week of October. 
 
 
I am attending the 100th Anniversary for the Kiwanis Club of Beckley, 10/23/21. I will meet with 
the WVA Key Club District Admin John Kyle. Now that schools are back in session and clubs 
will start being active, we are hoping to get a better feel with exactly what is going on in WVA 
and Capital. We will end this Key Club year with a joint DCON in Washington D.C. 
 
The KCI staff were in DC last week. As the host committee for ICON 2022, we were invited for 
our input. Kay D and I were able to attend, but Josh H could not attend due to a prior 
commitment.

1. MEMBERSHIP 
 


At the end of the 2020-2021 Kiwanis administrative year, Division 4 ended +14. Division 5 ended -4.  
 
Thus far in 2021-2022, we have seen net growth in Division 4 (+3) and in Division 5 (+2). In Division 4, two 
clubs have seen growth this year (+1: Crofton and +2: Commodore Mayo) and three clubs remain stable 
(Ellicott City, Next Generation e-Club, Severna Park). In Division 5, two clubs have seen growth (+1: 
Chincoteague, +1: Seaford) and nine clubs remain stable (Accomack, Bridgeville, Coastal Delaware, Delmar, 
Dover, Georgetown, Greater Millsboro, Greater Ocean Pines, and Pocomoke City).  
  
We will continue to elevate membership as a top priority in the region for 2021-2022. Both Krista Latchaw 
(Division 4) and Steve Cohen (Division 5) have plans for club growth in this Kiwanis year. With several smaller 
clubs within each division, the overall focus is on strengthening our current Kiwanis clubs, with less of a focus 
on new club building. We are searching for a membership coordinator within each division to join the District 
Membership Committee. This search is on-going, and while it should have been completed before the start of 
the new Kiwanis year, it is my hope to conclude it soon.

3. CHALLENGES OR ASSISTANCE NEEDED 
 


I sound like a broken record on reports to this Board. However, the leadership pipeline continues to be a 
concern for me and for the Chesapeake Bay Region. We continue to search for a Lt. Governor-Elect for 
Division 4 and Division 5 with little success or interest. Both divisions struggled to find a Lt. Governor for 
2021-2022 and have not yet found a Lt. Governor-Elect to serve the Capital District in 2022-2023 or 2023-
2024. We are growing the leadership pipeline in Division 4 with some new leaders stepping into club roles in 
the year ahead. The preliminary conversation with these individuals is that there is future interest in serving in 
the Lt. Governor role. Whether or not they will really serve the division and district long-term remains to be 
seen. There is promise and interest, however. Within Division 5, we are seeing many membership concerns 
from clubs, which makes it seem unlikely that many clubs will have candidates for the Lt. Governor role. This 
may be a more challenging task in Division 5.  
 
Right now, clubs are struggling to “keep the lights on.” Simply put, clubs need more members – members who 
are interested in leading, not just in attending. We have an influx of members involved in flash volunteering – 
participating in one-time, short-term service opportunities or leadership obligations. We are seeing a decrease in 
interest of people wanting to hold positional titles with long-term responsibility. Some clubs cannot even fully 
staff Boards of Directors and club committees. Without a strong local base and healthy clubs, we will never 
find candidates to serve in other levels of the organization.  


 
Clubs in Divisions 4 and 5 are returning to in-person meetings and service, despite many on-going concerns 
over the health and safety of members. The summer and fall have been strong months for many clubs, with 
several service projects and community events taking place – mainly outdoors. Members are coming out and 
experiencing Kiwanis to their level of comfort. The e-Club is hitting a new stride in mixing virtual meetings 
with a spattering of in-person service and social events. An on-going conversation is happening about the role 
of virtual meetings and how we will continue to integrate Zoom as a permanent fixture moving forward. The 
Next Generation e-Club is particularly engaged in this discussion since, as a virtual group, they want to see a 
strong virtual presence for district events to continue. This includes livestreaming of Mid-Year and District 
Convention for members who live outside of the Capital District. This will be an important topic moving 
forward.  
 
The SLP clubs in Divisions 4 and 5 are emerging from the pandemic, but many still face challenging school 
restrictions. These include mask mandates and social distancing policies that make meeting in person difficult. 
Some schools also have prohibitions on out-of-state field trips, which will prove to be challenging for 
attendance at District Convention and other large-scale in person events. At this juncture, dues collection is the 
primary focus for many Key Clubs and CKI clubs, with a parallel focus on conducting service projects in their 
schools and communities. We are seeing great things on social media and in reports from SLP clubs to their 
sponsoring Kiwanis clubs.
