1. Villa Esperanza Services – we work with this organization to help disabled adults in Pasadena 
improve their self-esteem and help them to give back to their community through the Aktion Club. 
 
2. Salvation Army – we ring bells during the Christmas season each year to raise money for their 
charity. We fill backpacks for students of low-income families.  We also participate in the Adopt-a-Family 
Program. 
 
3. Elizabeth House – working with homeless, young mothers and their children through support and 
hope. 
 
4. Camperships for Kids – we provide funding to send kids to summer camp who cannot afford to 
go on their own.  Boys & Girls Club and the Salvation Army 

 
5. Student Awards Program - We provide annual scholarships to outstanding students from the
