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I want to share with you some updated information about YOUR District 
Foundation.
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Who are we? 

· "We" is every member of every Kiwanis Club in the District. 
· We are all members of the District Foundation. 
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What is our Mission? 

· To provide financial assistance for Kiwanis projects and programs within our 
District. 

· Think about that for a minute. That means that your donations stay right 
here in LaMissTenn and help our own children and communities. 

· Every Kiwanian should consider making annual contributions to support the programs of their organization, just as they would their church, college, or other community charities. The success of the District Foundation lies in the hands of the individual members. 
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In the last 20 years, the Foundation has…
· Awarded over half a million dollars in grants, more specifically, nearly $579,000
· Impacted over 421,000 children
· $382,000 in Key Club, Circle K and Key Leader scholarships and training 
· $64,500 for 490 AEDs
· $13,000 to charities for Teacher, Firefighter, Lawman and Layman Award recipients; For these recognitions, we honor this person in our district (Kiwanian or non- Kiwanian), who in the opinion of the nominating club has exemplified, in an unusual and/or exceptional way, service above and beyond the call of duty.
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How can we do this? 

· Lots of ways! 

· We provide clubs like yours with Grants for Service Projects or even AED 
placement in schools and within the community. 

· We help fund K-Family Officer Training. 

· We also provide many scholarships to our own K-Family members. 
· How many of you have had the Foundation fund a Grant for your club? Did 
the money make a difference? 

· We encourage you to check our updated website at LaMissTenn.org/foundation. Your money goes to work for you. 
· There is very little used for expenses.
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These awards include:

· In our District, over $93,000 has been given to clubs for Community Service Grants.

· In the aftermath of Katrina, Kiwanians in need were awarded grants of $49,915.

· Assistance was also provided during the summer of 2016 for flood relief in and around the Baton Rouge area.  $75,000 was given to local food banks and individuals who were impacted by the floods.
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Disaster Relief Grants:
· Awarded 6 grants at $1,500 each, totaling $6,000
· Assisted in Lake Charles and gulf coast areas.
· Application and info on website.
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We want to make it even easier for your club to accomplish more projects and we have two levels of Community Service Grants to offer clubs:

LEVEL ONE GRANTS: ($2,001 to $5,000) - awarded twice each year 
· See application for specifics. Club must be in good standing with the Foundation.
· Community Service Grants from the Foundation are “Reimbursement Grants,” in that clubs must show receipts of all expenditures for the project, under IRS rules for expense responsibility.
· Clubs will be reimbursed 75% of the project’s total expenditures up to the maximum amount of the grant award, once club receipts are presented and reviewed.
· Community Service Grants are awarded based upon availability of the
budgeted funds.

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We want to make it even easier for your club to accomplish more projects and we have two levels of Community Service Grants to offer clubs:
LEVEL TWO GRANTS: Up to $2,000 - awarded monthly as needed
· Deadline to submit applications is by the 1st of each month or until funding is depleted.
· These are “Reimbursement Grants,” in that clubs must show receipts of all expenditures for the project, under IRS rules for expense responsibility.
· Clubs will be reimbursed 75% of the project’s total expenditures up to the maximum amount of the grant award, once club receipts are presented and reviewed.
· NEW Clubs in their first year are eligible for 100% reimbursement of a project 
(up to $1,000). 
· Level 2 Grants are awarded based upon availability of the budgeted funds.

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Amory Kiwanis – Backpack Program
· The Amory Kiwanis Club in Northeast Mississippi (outside of Tupelo), collects, packs and delivers backpacks to needy children in their area. The backpacks are filled with supplementary nutrition to help them get through the weekend. 

· They were awarded a grant of $5,000. 

· Their club is feeding over 40 children now and over $12,000 has been raised in 2018. 

· With help from the Amory Middle school builders club, about 150 Valentine’s Day treats were prepared for the backpack program.
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DeRidder Kiwanis – Food Booth Rebuild
· The Beauregard Parish Fair has been honoring agriculture for 90 years in DeRidder (southwest Louisiana) and the Kiwanis Club of DeRidder has a food booth at this fair, selling burgers and gumbo as a fundraiser.  

· The food booth was in need of some improvement and received a $5000 grant to help with this project. The framing of their new food booth was done in June 2018.
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Union City Kiwanis – Trudy’s Kids Cafe
· The Union City Kiwanis Club (Tennessee) helps provide free meals to children aged 0-18 at Trudy’s Kids Café. 

· Union City Kiwanis received a grant for nearly $3,500.

· This facility not only provides free meals throughout the day for children, but also helps with homework assistance and children’s activities as well. If children are unable to make it to the Café, then the Trudy’s Kids Café bus will pick them up and take them to the café for a meal.
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Millington Kiwanis - Playground
· The Kiwanis Club of Millington (Tennessee) committed to donate $26,000 for the playground equipment at Aycock Park! The playground will be a "one of a kind" and something to be proud of! 

· They received a $5000 grant from our District Foundation which really helps!! 

· In August 2018, the playground equipment arrived and was installed for the children of the community to enjoy!

· The park is frequently used for community events, family reunions, birthday parties and more. Aycock Park features playground, shading walking trail, gazebo and picnic tables.
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Houma Kiwanis - refurbishes used musical instruments

· They were awarded a grant of $5,000.

· Many can’t participate in music education because of high cost of instruments. 

· The “Play it Again Terrebonne Program” collects used musical instruments, refurbishes them and loans them out to deserving students for the academic year.  

· A benefit of being involved in music is that students become more focused and learn perseverance, team work and discipline. Studies have shown that music education improves academic performance as well.
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Lucedale Kiwanis – Flashcard Project
· For the third year, the Lucedale Kiwanis Club (in southeast Mississippi) fulfilled its goal of providing multiplication flash cards to every third grade student in the county. Learning multiplication facts becomes important in the 3rd grade.

· “We began this project in our club two years ago and it’s really been helpful for both students and teachers. We want all of the children in this county to succeed academically.” explains Stephanie Chisholm, president, Lucedale Kiwanis Club.

· Funding to print and package the multiplication flash cards came from the club’s fundraising projects and from a $1,000 grant from the District Foundation. 
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Matching Contributions for AED Grants
· It has been our District goal to place an AED (Automated External Defibrillator) in every school in Louisiana, Mississippi and West Tennessee. 

· Kiwanis clubs have sought out support through local community-minded businesses to partner with them to help fund these AED's. 

· $750 grant goes towards an AED purchased for schools

· $500 grant goes towards an AED purchased for other facilities

· 78 of 121 LaMissTenn clubs have already participated

· The District has donated over 484 AED's and the District Foundation has helped fund 125 of those! And most importantly, we have saved 6 lives that we know about! 
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Scholarships and Leadership Training
· To date, $382,000 has been awarded for Scholarships / Leadership / Key Leaders.

· Annually scholarships are awarded to Key Club and Circle K members. 

· Key Club scholarship recipients will be of high moral character and should have achieved excellence in all their endeavors. They should have also exemplified to the highest degree, the basic principles of Key Club - caring and sharing - in their homes, schools, communities, and churches.

· Circle K scholarship recipients are those who have achieved academic excellence, demonstrated leadership abilities and provided service to others.
· Funds are also used to assist with leadership training for sponsored youth programs.

We want to help even more clubs! This is where we need your club's help. Here are some ways that your club can get more involved and we will go into more detail in the upcoming slides.

· Annual Club Gift
· Endowment Program
· Leadership Circle
· Presidents Circle
· Gift Baskets 
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Annual Club Gift (ACG) is the main source of income for the District Foundation. 
· The ACG Campaign determines much of the impact made in our District.

· Please make your Annual Club Gift of at least $5 per member as early in your Kiwanis Year as possible. This is also a requirement to be able to apply for a community service grant. 
· Clubs are also recognized for their ACG contributions…

· Banner patches will be awarded to the “clubs in good standing” by donating at or above the minimum suggested contribution of $5 per member, based on club membership as of October 1.

· Per Capita Club Awards will be presented to the 3 clubs with the highest per capita donations to the ACG Campaign.

· If your club has not made their gift yet, please encourage them to do so. If your club has made their gift, Thank you!
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Endowment Fund – River of Life Fellowship
· You can make a $1000 donation or pledge to the foundation and become a River of Life Fellow. 

· The River of Life Fellowship is the basis of the Endowment Fund, designed to allow participation by every member in the District. 

· Contributors can make a one-time tax-deductible donation of $1,000, or pledge to donate that amount over a multi-year period. 

· Clubs also use the River of Life Fellowship to honor outstanding members or club patrons. 

· Contributions of $1,000 will be recognized with a framed print, which distinguishes the donor/recipient as a “River of Life Fellow.” 
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Endowment Fund – Henry W. Nash ~ Eugene J. Maier Tablet of Honor

· This is the highest honor the District Foundation could bestow. 

· This prestigious award is named after two of the District Foundation’s original founding members, both also having served as Governors of the Louisiana-Mississippi-West Tennessee District. 

· The Tablet of Honor provides a giving opportunity through which individuals, Kiwanis clubs, divisions, or organizations can permanently honor Kiwanians, their spouses and friends, their clubs or other organizations. 

· Tablet of Honor contributions can be made on behalf of an individual, club, corporation, or organization. Individuals cannot honor themselves.
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Endowment Fund –John T. Roberts Fellowship

· The District Foundation Board of Directors created the John T. Roberts Fellowship to honor the District’s first Kiwanis International President.

· Individuals establish membership through a $1,000 tax- deductible contribution, or a minimum initial contribution of $200, pledging to contribute the balance over two years.

· The Foundation Board has authorized additional levels of the Roberts Fellowship at the following levels: 

· Sapphire-level status when donating $2,500; 
· Ruby-level status when donating $5,000; 
· Diamond-level status when donating $10,000. 
· During Roberts’ year as President in 1982-83, clubs were challenged to motivate children to their highest potential and to improve the quality of life for those less fortunate. 
· New John T. Roberts Fellows receive a medallion and a lapel pin. 
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Circle of Honor Awards

· Customize awards for your own club at competitive prices while assisting your Foundation!

· May honor officers, board members, etc.
· Create your own award to best fit the recognition needs of your club (Rookie of the Year, Committee Chair, New Member, Outstanding Accomplishments)
· Price runs around $100 and the turnaround time is approximately 1-2 weeks.
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Gift Baskets
· Gift basket raffles are a fantastic way to showcase your local specialties at District Convention and Mid-Winter or Regional Conferences.

· Gifts inside the basket may consist of any theme from sports, hobbies, home items, food/beverages. The “basket” can be a bucket, tool box, ice chest, plant – be creative!

· Tickets are $1 each and are a great opportunity to come home with additional goodies.
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Besides the Annual Club Gifts, How Can We as Individuals Help?
· Continue to support the Endowment Fund!
· Friends of the Foundation
· Memorial Gift/Will
Currently over $500,000 additional funds will allow for additional grants

· To endow means “to provide money for.”

· Successful philanthropic organizations have money in a reserve fund that draws interest every year. That interest is used to fund their charitable work. 

· In 2008, the District Foundation Board of Directors established a goal to create an endowment of $500,000 by the year 2013. 

· This goal was achieved in 2014, and currently stands around $570,000.

· We need your help to sustain it. 

· Remember, ANYONE can donate to the Foundation and it is tax deductible.

· Now that we have finished the Endowment, we expect to have an additional $20,000 per year to provide our clubs more money for their projects!
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Endowment Fund – Friends of the Foundation

· The District Foundation Board of Directors has initiated the "Friends of the Foundation" program as an easy way for members to support the Foundation on an annual basis, while working towards a goal of a River of Life Fellowship or a John T. Roberts Fellowship.  
· Individuals can donate $120 for the year, or $10/month on a credit card and will be sent an invitation to make a similar donation for each subsequent year.  

· All funds donated to the Friends of the Foundation fund will be designated to the Endowment Fund and can be accumulated until the $1,000 level is achieved.  

· At that point, the individual can select to become a River of Life or a Roberts Fellow. 

· By being a Friend of The Foundation, a member is also fulfilling a requirement to becoming “A Distinguished Kiwanian” for the District.

· Friends of the Foundation contributors receive a lapel pin.
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Endowment Fund – Memorial Gift
· A Memorial Gift is the way an individual, a Kiwanis club or a division can pay tribute to the memory of someone whose presence has been taken from us, but whose Kiwanis spirit and accomplishments live on. 

· With a Memorial Gift Donation, a notice of a contribution in the name of the deceased will be sent to the surviving relatives, and an acknowledgement of the donation gift will be mailed to the donor. 
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Endowment Fund – Estate & Financial Planning
· The Foundation can also be used for Estate and Financial planning - as a beneficiary of retirement accounts and life insurance policies. 
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Do We Have You Thinking YET?
· What projects have you been wanting to accomplish, but couldn't quite come up with the money? 

· How can we help you? 

· We encourage you to use "YOUR OWN" FOUNDATION'S money to fund needed projects in your club.

· To show you the return on investment for your club of the Annual Club gift and the value of obtaining Grants, we charted the top 9 Club Grants and their return on Investment for the past two years.

· As the chart shows each club made their minimum Annual Club gift of $5/ Member.  This ranged from $40 to $225 and are indicated by the orange bars.

· Then each club applied for and received the grants as shown from $1,000 to $5,000 to complete the projects indicated. These amounts are indicated by the blue bars and respective grant amounts.

· The results were that Clubs received a Return On their Investment of from 750% TO 5,556%
